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When Sharon Dahlstrom of Green Bay
was diagnosed with small-cell lung
cancer in March, she felt a torrent of
emotions — fear, disbelief, confusion.

Today, Dahlstrom says those
emotions have largely been replaced
by feelings of reliel and comfort
thanks to her health care providers at
Bellin Health’s new oncology center,
The Cancer Team.

“Being diagnosed with cancer is the
worst news you'd ever want to hear,”
the 62-year-old former Green Bay
Packaging employee said. “It’s a big,
scary experience... but right now my doctor’s
office is such a safe place for me.”

Bellin’s $11.5 million cancer center officially
opened in spring, offering area cancer palients a
local 32.000-square-foot, state-of-the-art facility
designed to address patients’ needs during and after
treatment.

The Cancer Team focuses on three key areas:
services, technology and how patients are cared
for, Andy DelaO, team leader of Bellin's oncology
services explained.

“By having a specialized facility and team dedicated
solely to cancer treatment, we are better able to serve
the needs of patients in this area,” he said.

The patient focus was determined early in the
center’s planning stages — a theme underlined by its
name, The Cancer Team.

“Patients like Sharon are the first members of the
team and are integrally involved with their care,”
said Edie Krueger, M.D., radiation oncology.
“Patients want state-of-the-art technology, competent
physicians and quality outcomes in one location close
to home. These needs are exactly what we provide.”
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The center offers a unique approach to care with its
use of cancer coaches.

“A cancer coach helps a patient navigate through

the entire treatment process.” Del.aO said. “The
coach acts as a patient advocate and helps ease much
of the stress inherent in a fight against cancer. The
coach also works to map out a patient’s personal
treatment plan — part of our continued effort to offer
increasingly positive outcomes.”

Dahlstrom says she greatly appreciates the center’s
use of such coaches.

“They really care and that means the world to me,”
she said. “They re very informative, knowledgeable
and they take their time with me.

“I don’t know what’s going to happen to me in the

future, but I can tell you I don’t feel the need to go

anywhere else to fight this thing and. in addition to
my family's support, they've given me the strength
to live every day with the hopes that I'll have many
more.”
